Orders and payments can be placed through Vignola on a daily, weekly, or monthly basis. There are

several menu items to choose from every day. The cost is $7.25 per lunch. (There is a one-time

$10 maintenance fee for each user through Vignola.)

Ordering will close every Sunday at 5:00 p.m. for the week, however you may order for the entire

month if you wish. No minimum order required. A one-time activation fee of $10 per child will be

applied at the time of your first order. You can cancel individual orders through your account portal.

Credit is automatically issued for canceled orders. Orders must be canceled by 9pm the day before

for full credit.

A dismissal form lets the school know how your child(ren) will be arriving and departing from

school every day.

When a student is going to be arriving late, leaving early, or has a change in their pick-up routine,

please email Mrs. Mrs. Monica Stilson in the attendance office: attendance@stjohnacademy.org

and copy Mrs. Gracia Escudero in the front office: gescudero@stjohnacademy.org and copy the

homeroom teacher.

Just a reminder, that when students leave school during the day due to illness, appointment or any

other reason, they must be called for in the School Health Room or the school office. Children may

never wait outside the buildings to be picked up during school hours, nor may teachers release a

child directly from the classroom.

A note, email, or phone call should be sent to school requesting early dismissal and stating the

time and identifying the person who will pick-up the child. Persons picking up a child at a time

other than dismissal should report to the school front office and sign the child out. The school

staff will call the child in his/her classroom to come to the office to meet the person picking

him/her up. Students will not be called in advance to the nurse’s office for an early release.

Persons picking up a child may not go to the classroom.
